66 Dove (Columba)

According to the Gloss, on Canticles,
 the dove is lacking in bile, does not peck with its beak, has a sigh for its song, and receives love by its mouth. The servants of Christ ought to have these conditions because of what it is said in Matt. 10[:16]: “Be therefore wise as serpents and simple as doves.”
¶ Again, Isai. 60[:8]: “Who are these, that fly as clouds, and as doves?” Again, Jer. 48[:28]: “Leave the cities, and dwell in the rock, you that dwell in Moab; and be like the dove that makes her nest in the mouth of the hole.” Because of the aforesaid properties, the Holy Spirit is given in the hope of the dove,
 [Matt. 3:16], he came in a sign that they ought to lack bile toward those others.
¶ Again, according to Bernard,
 the Holy Spirit is in a double form, dove and fire, and these are given to those who have dove like gentleness and fire like zeal.
¶ Again, the turtle dove and the dove are posited in the sacrifice of Abraham, Gen. 15[:9], in a sign that the innocent and the chaste merit to have the inheritance promised to Abraham.
