42 To do good (Benefacere)
Many things ought to move one for doing good.
First, the magnitude of the reward, Heb. the last chapter [13:16]: “Do not forget to do good, and to impart; for by such sacrifices God's favor is obtained.”
Second, the obligation of the precept, James 2[:8]: “If then you fulfill the royal law, according to the scriptures, you shall love your neighbor as yourself; you do well.”
Third, a change toward Christ, because Mark [7:37]: “He has done all things well.” And Acts 10[:38]: “Who went about doing good, and healing all.”
Fourth, the warning of the wise man, Prov. 3[:27]: “Do not withhold him from doing good, who is able: if you are able, do good yourself also.”
Fifth, the inconvenience of the opposition, 2 Thess. the last chapter [3:13-14]: “You, brethren, be not weary in well doing. And if any man obeys not our word by this epistle, note that man, and do not keep company with him.”
